Call for Nomination of ACS South Australian Branch Returning Officer

Nominations are hereby called for the position of ACS SA Branch Returning Officer. 

This role commences 1 January 2009 and will apply to the election of the 2010 Branch Executive Committee. 

The following is a précis of the qualifications and role of the Returning Officer: 

The Returning Officer must be a financial member of the ACS SA Branch, or an employee of ACS, but must not be at any time during the term of the position, a National Councillor or a Branch Executive Committee Member, or a candidate for election as National Councillor or Branch Executive Committee Member. 

The Returning Officer is responsible for conducting the election, should an election be required, of the Branch Executive Committee of the SA Branch in accordance with ACS Rules and National Regulations. Elections are usually held in October or November each year for the following year’s Branch Executive Committee. 

Unless there are more nominees for any position of Branch Executive Committee than there are vacancies for that position then the Returning Officer must declare the nominees elected. 

If there are more nominees for any position of the Branch Executive Committee than there are vacancies for that position then the Returning Officer must conduct an election for that position. 

The Returning Officer must determine the ballot for the Branch Executive Committee by the preferential voting method and in the following sequence: 

Chairperson

Vice-Chairperson - 2 Positions

Branch Honorary Secretary

Branch Honorary Treasurer

Ordinary Committee Members - 10 Positions

The Returning Officer must inform the Branch Executive Committee as soon as possible of the outcome of the election of the Branch Executive Committee Members.
